New Campaign to Save Lives: Move Over. It’s the Law.
Every year, lives are lost on our nation’s roadways, but some of those lives belong to the very ones who work to protect travelers: our law enforcement officers. The number one cause of death among law enforcement officers is traffic-related incidents, such as being struck and killed while making a traffic stop. The “Move Over” law has been enacted in every state, but it isn’t well known by the public as a law – 71 percent of the public were unaware of the law in 2007 – and we want to change that.

That’s why we’re launching a new campaign, aimed to protect those who protect us. In 2012, Hawaii became the final state to enact a “Move Over” Law to better protect law enforcement and emergency personnel. The law is simple: if you see flashing lights on the side of the road, move over to another lane and/or slow down.
