12) If everyone riding a motorcycle had worn a helmet in 2013, an additional 715 lives could’ve been saved. #MotorcycleSafety
13) Whether you ride or drive, don’t make the deadly mistake of operating a vehicle after drinking alcohol. #MotorcycleSafety
14) In 2013, 41% of fatally injured motorcyclists were not wearing helmets at the time of the crash. #MotorcycleSafety

5) Motorcycles have the same rights as other vehicles on the road, only they’re harder to see.  Never crowd motorcyclists. Always give them the full lane. http://www.nhtsa.gov/Safety/Motorcycles
6) Give motorcyclists time to maneuver in case of an emergency or a sudden stop. A safe distance behind a motorcycle is 3-4 seconds. http://www.nhtsa.gov/Safety/Motorcycles
7) A great way for motorcyclists to be safe: Make yourself visible—wear bright clothing and reflective tape. http://www.nhtsa.gov/Safety/Motorcycles
8) Whether you’re a driver or a rider, never operate or ride a vehicle when distracted or impaired. http://www.nhtsa.gov/Safety/Motorcycles
9) Never assume motorcyclists are aware their turn signal is on. Signals on motorcycles are often non-canceling—they won’t switch off after a turn has been made. Always make sure the motorcycle turns before proceeding. http://www.nhtsa.gov/Safety/Motorcycles
